FILMING AGREEMENT
THIS AGREEMENT is made the       2006 BETWEEN CUTTY SARK ENTERPRISES LTD whose registered office is situated at 2 Greenwich Church Street   Greenwich London   SE10 9BG  (the Grantor), and      

             and sets forth the terms and conditions upon which the Licensees will be permitted to use locations aboard the historic sailing vessel Cutty Sark (the Property), for the filming of       



             (the production) on the following date and times:      
1.  The Licensees, their employees and persons authorised by them for the purposes of the filming shall have permission to enter upon and use those parts of the Property discussed and expressly agreed between the Licensees and the Grantor.  The Licensees shall not be entitled to assign or sub-contract any portion of this agreement without the prior written consent of the Grantor.  Sub contracting any part of this Agreement shall not relieve the Licensees of any obligation or duty attributable to them under this Agreement or these conditions.
2. The Grantor may cancel the filming at any time if in the opinion of the Grantor it would not be practical for reasons connected with the operation of the Property to allow the filming to proceed.  The Grantor shall not be liable for any actions, proceeding, costs, claims and demands of any kind resulting from such cancellation.  Furthermore, the Grantor reserves the right to terminate this Agreement without previous notice in writing at any time if the Licensees fail to remedy any breach of obligation under the provisions of this Agreement within a reasonable time of being requested to do so.
3.  The proposed facilities for filming on the Property are set out in the attached Schedule to this Agreement.  No filming beyond what appears in the Schedule shall take place without the prior agreement of the Grantor their servants or agents.
4.  In the event of the Licensees being unable for reasons beyond the control of those engaged in the production of the Film to complete the filming within the period specified in the attached Schedule, it is agreed that in so far as the context admits, the terms and conditions of this agreement shall continue in full force and effect during such further period as the Grantor may permit for the completion of the filming.
5.  It is agreed that permission hereby given for filming in any room or location of the Property includes all the contents normally held in that room or location except those which are expressly excluded by the Grantor. If additional chattels belonging to the Grantor are installed expressly for the production, the Licensees will pay the Grantor such additional sums as may be agreed between the Grantor and the Licensees for the use of such chattels.
6.  The Licensees agrees to make good forthwith to the satisfaction of the Grantor or at the option of the Grantor to pay the reasonable cost of making good or full compensation for any loss or damage to the Property or to the contents thereof arising out of the facilities granted to the Licensees, provided always that each claim for loss or damage is notified to the Licensees at the Property concerned by the completion of the filming or notified in writing to the Licensees within 14 days of such completion. In the case of works of art or other chattels of value the Licensees will accept the decision of an expert appointed by the Grantor and the Licensees (and in default of agreement by the current President of the Royal Institution of Chartered Surveyors) as to the reasonableness of the cost of making good or as to the full amount of compensation.
7.  The Licensees will indemnify and keep indemnified the Grantors against all actions, proceedings, costs, claims and demands which may be brought or made against the Grantors in respect of personal injury and damage to the Property arising directly or indirectly out of the activities in connection with this filming.
8. The Licensees shall comply at all times with all statutory and other requirements and guidelines and adopt safe and

 proper working practices in accordance with the Grantors' Heath and Safety Policy.  The respective rights, duties and responsibilities of the Licensees and Grantors in respect of Health and Safety shall be set out in a separate sheet attached to the Schedule of this Agreement.

9.  The Licensees shall on request provide before the start of the filming and to the satisfaction of the Grantors or their insurance company evidence that the Licensees has at their own expense taken out sufficient insurance policies to cover their liabilities under this Agreement.
10. The Licensees will ensure that any restrictions which the Grantors wish to place on the staff and employees of the Licensees discovered smoking on the Property during the continuance of this Agreement are observed.  Furthermore the Licensees will inform the Grantors before the start of filming of any aspect of said filming which shall involve any particular risk of fire and the Licensees shall pay the cost of any reasonable special precautions which are taken to counter the said risk, provided the Licensees are informed of such precautions before filming begins.
11. The terms of any screen credits and/or promotional material published in connection with the use of the Property shall be discussed and agreed between the Licensees and the Grantors in advance of the filming.  The Licensees shall inform the Grantors of the terms and scope of the Film when discussing the screen credits.  This Agreement does not in any way imply a responsibility on the Grantors for the filming or the footage arising therefrom.
12. Neither party to this Agreement shall permit any notice, advertisement, name or sign of any kind to be affixed, attached or exhibited on any vehicle, equipment, clothing or other article which might appear in the filming beyond the manufacturer's trade name or mark represented on the article in question when it is offered for wholesale or retail sale.
13. In the event of the filming under this Agreement being prevented by force majeure or by any cause whatsoever beyond the reasonable control of the parties hereto or in the event of any breach or non-observance by the Grantors of any of the terms and conditions of the Agreement, the Licensees (without prejudice to any other remedies) may forthwith determine this Agreement, but hereby undertakes to discuss with and pay to the Grantors reasonable compensation to take account of any expenses or losses incurred by the Grantors prior to the date of such determination.
14.  The law of this Agreement is the law of England and any dispute arising under this Agreement shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English courts.
